	-The essay should be at least 5 paragraphs long
	-You should cite and use at least TWO sources for this paper (“Dracula” and at least one other)
	-You should have a well-crafted introduction and conclusion that are supported by (at least) 3 relevant, well-crafted body paragraphs that prove your claim/point.
	-The intro should include a thesis statement that clearly states what you are trying to prove in your paper.


Rubric:
-Well-crafted thesis that clearly states your paper’s goal: 5
-Introduction that provides the reader with an interesting, engaging and clear structure for how the paper will proceed: 10
-AT LEAST 3 body paragraphs that each address the paper’s main point, help to prove the main point and remain relevant to the main point: 30
-Conclusion that  ties up the essay, restating what you have proved through the main points in the body paragraphs: 10
