Since Pre Algebra Concepts is a support class, no additional homework or tests beyond those assigned in Pre 
algebra will be required. Due to the fact that 100% of the grade in this class is based on in class work, regular 
attendance is essential. Makeup work will be the exception and determined on a case-by-case basis.
