Artist Mentor. You will have to either research artists/photographers who will inspire and mentor you that are in our community (ie; John Running, Dave Edwards, David Grandon, Cameron Clark) or via the internet (Robert & Shana Parke Harrison, Dorthea Lange) This entails outside class experiences. Interviewing, seeing their studios, seeing exhibits. 

Visual Journals. Students are required to keep a journal/sketchbook for idea development and exploration of the work of professional artists. Studio students work on selected problems dealing with drawing, painting, color, space and concept development.   Photo students continue to develop technical and conceptual skills through assignments and portfolio development. 
You should have 2-3 projects/assignments completed each quarter, with evidence of sketchbook/visual journal development, research, experimentation and practices.  You may request class, small group or one on one critique to discuss your art growth.
